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The Embassy of Peace

At this time, in our planet, too many people are suffering because of war, while governments, with some rare exceptions, all seem to accept this logic of violence.

Our capacity to be free and build, for all of us, a future of peace is tied to our capacity to disobey those who organize and decide or, simply, accept war.

The Embassy of Peace is, at one and the same time, a way of saying no to those who support war in our planet and a way of obeying our conscience.

The Embassy of Peace is one of society’s instruments, different but complementary to the civilian peace corps, for a stable intervention in zones of conflict, concerned with the planning and realization of a defence model, as an alternative to the military one.
It is to be hoped that its “stable” intervention takes place prior to a possible intervention by the civilian peace corps.

The Embassy of Peace has been conceived and created by the part of society - which is organized and aware of the current situation – in order to put into practice the unrealized United Nations art. 1 (the prevention of conflicts and the maintenance of peace) taking up again the UN’s interrupted path. It is supranational in character deriving its authority from the desire for peace of the peoples of the planet.
The Embassy of Peace chooses to support dialogue, certainly not in order to eliminate the conflict or to influence either of the two parties involved, but to enable them to know each other better and their respective problems. Furthermore, the dialogue permits them not to abandon the object of contention and the presence of the Embassy of Peace as a third party permits the conflict to enter the public domain and therefore be subject to the judgement of international public opinion.
(Popular diplomacy)

The Embassy of Peace seeks a stable and enduring presence in a given territory on the part of international, non-violent pacifism and only requires a limited number of people.

The Tasks of the Embassy of Peace:
· to initiate and consolidate communication between peoples overcoming the difficulties which governments often introduce.
· To help people to prevent war when there is a high level of tension in a given territory.

· To provide logistic and organizational support for the local and international organizations and associations.

· To give the international community the correct information about the non-observance of human rights (the correct information, if it is sufficiently widespread, can play a vital role of interposition between the parties to the conflict).
Work guidelines
· an enduring and stable presence in the territory.

· Autonomy from governments.

· Establishing a relationship, where possible, with the civil, political and religious authorities and the population, in the absence of all this, it must succeed in establishing a relationship with the population. The aim is to have sufficient credibility to favour the transformation of the conflict through negotiations, the capacity to listen and the capacity to help.
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
